Warren County currently collects a 4% occupancy tax on all overnight tourism accommodations in the 
County.  This tax is levied on customers of hotels, motels, bed & breakfasts, inns, housekeeping cottages 
with four or more units, and tourism facilities (e.g., campgrounds with on-site RV rentals) as well as 
short-term (STR) vacation rentals. The purpose of this tax, as outlined by Occupancy Tax law 
under Occupancy Tax Information and Forms, is to promote and increase tourism in Warren 
County and its municipalities “through the promotion of tourist activities, conventions, trade 
shows, special events, and other directly related and supporting activities.”
